The MVSC makes CAPS services easily 
accessible and available to students, as 

well as contacting students who express 
concerns about mental health & well-being 

on their Husker Power survey. 
The MVSC provides mentors for students 

and has a CAPS representative available at 
the center every Tuesday from 11 AM - 12 

PM. 



E- ENCOURAGEMENT 
The MVSC reaches out to students with 

weekly newsletters and emails to encourage 
participation or appearance at any and all 

events that the Center is involved in, as well 
as events not hosted by the Center that may 

pertain to Veterans, or other military 
connected RSOs. 

Tom is also available on East Campus once a 
week to make it easier for students on both 

campuses to access services.
